That the Area establishes the position of Assistant Treasurer each term.

Responsibilities of the Assistant Treasurer 

Assist the Treasurer in the performance of the 

Treasurer’s duties and (in absence or disability of the treasurer) perform the duties & exercise the power of the Treasurer (upon the appointment at the AWSC/Assembly)

Must be a current or past active DR; will not be an additional Officer; will not be a signee on bank account (unless & until needed to perform the duties & exercise the power); would then be appointed by the AWSC/Assembly.  Would be “Treasurer in training” and could stand for Treasurer in the following term.  Individual should be an Ad Hoc member of the budget committee to become familiar with the process.
